The committee will
be looking at different companies  dtaking bids. There is a discount for paying when ordering
4%. Applying for MRHD grant for hats $9,900.00. Applying for several other grants ranging
from $500 - $5,000. Committee asked that $5,000 from budget be dedicated to start the
uniform account & approved. No funds will be from school but Mr. Fravel is willing to give
funds at 0% to be paid back in five years. Need plan to repay and he needs ok from downtown.
