The 

band performed a fun, energetic, and creative show entitled ñOut of Africaò which 

included the selections: 1) Stampede 2) African Morning 3) Africa and 4) The 

Wild.   

 The band received 5th place at the Dutchmen Field Championships, 2nd 

place at the University of South Dakota Quad State Festival, 2nd place in field and 

outstanding drum line at the Algona Days Festival, 1st place in parade at the Al-

gona Days Festival, and 2nd place with outstanding color guard and drum majors 

at the Waukee Marching Invitational.  The band was also awarded the Grand 

Champion Sweepstakes Trophy at Waukee, which was given to the band that 

showed the greatest improvement throughout the season.   

 The band also performed at Starfest, many home football games, an indoor 

marching concert, and concluded the season performing in an assembly for the stu-

dent body.
