Band Parent Fund Raising  
  

This time of the year gets to be pretty loaded with requests for fund raising and we sincerely 

appreciate all the efforts our band parents do to put those on.  While the fund raising might 

feel non -stop, every bit of the money we collect goes directly to the costs to put on all the 

events that our students take part in.  Unfortunately, our school district offers little finan-

cial support for these activities, which is why North Stars Band, Inc (AKA Band Parents Or-

ganization) was created.   
  

This year especially is extra busy with fund raising due to the ambitious goal we have set to 

acquire new band uniforms for next year.  The annual operating budget for just the normal 

events that our band does is roughly $40,000.  While this is a substantial amount, it does not 

include the cost of getting new uniforms.  We need to raise roughly another $40,000 to cover 

the cost of the new uniforms.  With the outstanding job that our uniform committee chairs 

had done so far, about half of the new uniform expense has already been raised.   
  

When you look at the type of fund raising efforts we have put on, you'll see that most of the 

funding comes from sources out side our school.  While there is a burden on families to do-

nate time to a fundraiser, we try to avoid having our families give up their money.  So, thanks 

for all those volunteer hours, it's for such a good cause and we are so close to our goals.
